Dear friends in Christ, 
 

As we enter this Easter season, we rejoice in the good news that changes everything: Jesus 
is risen. But Easter is not only a day we celebrate; it is a life we are invited to live. 
 

In the weeks ahead, we will journey together through a new series, “Raised to Life: 
Worship, Serve, Grow.” Drawing from the apostle Peter’s first letter, we will explore what it 
means to live as resurrection people who are shaped daily by God’s grace and grounded in 
the living hope we have in Christ. 
 

Peter writes to believers who knew uncertainty, hardship, and pressure from the world 
around them. And yet, his message is not one of fear, but of confidence. Because Jesus 

lives, they, and we, are given a new identity, a secure hope, and a calling to live differently.  
 

Over these six weeks, we will reflect on how resurrection life takes shape in us: 
 as we worship God with joy and reverence, 
 as we serve others with humility and sacrificial love, 
 and as we grow together in faith and community. 

 

This series is an invitation. An invitation to let the power of the resurrection reach into every corner of our lives, not just 
on Sundays, but in our homes, our workplaces, our relationships, and our challenges. 
 

My prayer is that, together, we would be equipped and encouraged to live as God’s holy people—confident in His 
promises, rooted in His grace, and active in His mission.  
 

Christ is risen! He is risen indeed! Alleluia!

It has grown to include lay leaders or 
anyone who would like to attend.  It is such an uplifting and inspiring experience for all attendees!  The 
theme each year is You Are Not Alone. This year Pastors Kent Pierce and James Lanning attended, along 
with Beth and Ken Greimann, Judy Alexander, Deb Linneman, Deanna Leimbach, Lugine Hein, Cindy 
Craig, and two of our college students Emma Roeglin and Brennen Pierce.  

We were joined by Pastor Dave and Jan Benson, and Christina Gronefeld, our former summer 
worker who just graduated from Concordia Nebraska’s DCE program and is currently serving at a 
large church in the Houston area.  We always come back energized and excited about new ideas 
to share God’s Kingdom with others! 
 
The conference lasts three days, with worship the first evening and closing worship on Saturday 
afternoon. There are large group plenary speakers, as well as over a hundred breakout sessions 
to attend.  It is difficult to decide which direction to go!  We each attended sessions that spoke to 
where we serve – synod updates, women’s ministry, youth/family ministry, international 
ministry, congregational care, campus ministry, music, congregational mission, evangelism.  Ken 
presented his new book at a session on grief (available on Amazon or at church!) 

 
Christ Church fundraises each year to provide this conference, 
and over 300 volunteers work very hard to make it happen.  All 
meals during the conference are provided, along with live music 
at lunch each day.  Pastor Schrank seems to be everywhere at 
once, wearing a different costume each time! 
 
The outdoor courtyard is lined with different organizations sharing information about 
their ministries – it’s amazing how many charitable agencies are affiliated with the LCMS!  
The Rose Parade Pedal Pusher table last year inspired Lugine and Ron Hein to go to 
Pasadena this past December to work on the Rose Parade float Team Jesus – the only 
Christian float in the parade.  There are so many different ways to serve His kingdom!
